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View from above: Realizing that the distance 
from the foreground 1-6 with the background

bleu purple = 1 bottom / 2-3 top,
blue = 2 bottom / 3 to 5 / 6 left,

blue green = 1 background,
green = 10,

yellow green = 9 bottom,
yellow / yellow / ochre = background 4-8 / foreground 9,

yellow / red / brown = 1 right / 5 left / 9 right,
red = form 9, brown / red purple = curves 4, 6-8,

brown / purple = form 1 / ellipses 2, 3.
Each element complement the others to work as one.

Deduction : No competition.

The colors are not the same as the original due to the 
conversion to virtual. The background of 1 is bleu green 
similar to the one in connecting image 14 to the left (intro), 
but slightly darker.  
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Passage from a vertical rectangle (image 1) to a horizontal rectangle (image 
9). The light in image 1 (small) prepares the light in the image 5 (medium) 
which prepares the one in image 9 (larger). The oval form of image 2 
prepares the oval form in 3 which prepares the oval opening in 4 which 
becomes a circular opening in 5 (the previous use of the light also prepares 
the passage of the oval to the circular opening). The curve in image 4 
prepares the curve in 6-7-8 already prepared by the blue forms in 1-4 and 
2-6. The sphere 9a prepares 9b which prepares 10. The descent in 1-5 and 
the rise in 5-9 prepare the open space in image 9 where time disappears. The 
half ellipse in 1 (right) is completed in 5 (left). The vertical forms in 1, 5 and 9 
appears to be unaffected by time. 10 (green) complements images 1-9, etc.
