
Image on top: White line = linear drawing or the hiking trail, a curve leading to a continuous curve = circle.
Image at the bottom: Part of the top of the mountain is used for the linear drawing (trail) in the meadows. Part of the right mountain is used for the linear drawing in the meadows. The outline of a meadow on the other mountain is used for the linear drawing in the foreground. Etc.

Image on top: Etc
The right bottom image is the continuity of left bottom one. The linear drawing is designed according to the EXCEPTIONAL VISUAL TRANSITION of the growing vegetation on the cliff. For the 5 following images: Conceive a linear drawing of your choice.
